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ASEM – India Workshop on Diabetes
Focus: Non-Invasive Technologies for Diagnostics & Treatment of Diabetes as a Lifestyle Disease

CONCEPT PAPER
Background
The Ministry of External Affairs (MEA), Government of India proposes to host one day’s Workshop on Non-Invasive Technologies for Diagnostics & Treatment of Diabetes as a Lifestyle Disease.  The conference will be held in New Delhi and co-hosted by Confederation of Indian Industry (CII).

This Workshop will be addressing the different dimensions of diabetes and will synergize efforts at tertiary care for improving patient outcomes.  The cost of diabetes care is high and increasing worldwide.  The medical challenge posed by the burden of diabetes is huge and is unmatched by budget allocations for healthcare.  Primary prevention is possible by lifestyle intervention or by use of pharmacological agents such as metformin.
Initiative proposed
In this backdrop, India proposes to host the “ASEM – India Workshop 2017” with a focus on ‘Development of non-invasive Technologies for Diagnostics & treatment of Diabetes as a Lifestyle Disease’. This Workshop will be held under the aegis of the CII International Engineering & Technology Fair 2017 along with the CII Health Tech Summit.

Objectives
The purpose of this Workshop is to discuss and identify common issues related to prevention, treatment and management of Diabetes.

Expected Outcomes

The expected outcomes of this Workshop would be as under:

· A report / white paper on Prevention, Treatment and Management of Diabetes
· Identification of Non-invasive technologies for exploring ASEM-India technology transfer opportunities
· Potential MoUs between Industry-Academia in specific areas of study with an aim to establish knowledge transfer and exchange projects

· Listing out of core strengths required for addressing - research and technology - based options. 
Format

The event will have four sessions to include a special ASEM session.  The canvas of discussions will range from discussions on Public Health, Tertiary Care, Technology and Communication Tools for management of Diabetes to a special focus on non-Invasive technologies for diagnosis and treatment of diabetes.

Panelists for this session will include stake holders from international organizations, participating governments, experts from Healthcare sectors, hospitals, researchers and the Health Industry.

Participation
Three participants are invited from each ASEM member, comprising one Government official, one professional representative and one or more Industry representatives.  The Host, India, would invite representatives and special guests from International and Indian organizations. 
Cost
The Host, India, would bear the cost of organizing the Panel discussion. Participants will bear their own travel and accommodation costs. Hotel with preferential tariffs, close to the venue of the Panel Discussion, would be indicated by the organizers.
